The main component of our lesson which involves students either standing or not standing on an imaginary line while statements are being read. We hope that through thid acitivty students are able to discover qualities about themselves and their peers that they did not know about before, since there are hidden qualities in everyone. This is reinforced in the iceberg mtaphor on page 16 in “Is everyone really equal”. This acitivty will reveal some of those hidden elements of culture, that is usually not seen in day to day interaction

We also take into consideration that some students may not want to participate since racism is so controversial, however since racism is so widely publizned in todays media, we hope that students will be more open to having honest discussion with their fellow peers about racism and racial issues.
