Through the development of our lesson, we took into consideration many elements of social justice and how some students may be uncomfortable to discuss them with their peers. This lesson involves many individual components with only one group component.

The first component of our lesson which involves students creating a word map, in which we begin to develop the students understanding of social-cultural issues, and we continue developing this through the next step of this activity.
The main component of our lesson consists of an interactive activity that will gage the student’s feelings of whether they agree or disagree concerning certain statements. 
As quoted in is everyone really equal, “our prejudices and the discriminary behaviour they produce are not often consciously known to us. Nor do we have to be aware of them in order for them and their effects to be real”. Through this line activity we hope that students will be made more aware of some of the discriminatory behaviour they perform, even though they do not think about it. Through this interactive activity, which involves no verbal component whatsoever we hope students feel comfortable sharing their opinion about certain topics, some of which may be controversial. Also with this acitivty we hope that it begins some insightful discussion about these issues, and why they chose where they are standing on this imaginary line. This discussion will start to bring into the minds of students what these actions are called, and why we do such actions such as discriminate or hold prejudices  against certain individuals. With the world suffering from so may social-cultural issues, we hope this lesson can make some sense and open up a fair and open place to hold discussions. This lesson is a perfect way to introduce terms such discrimination and prejudice as students may be performing such actions but be unaware of what it is called, or why they are doing such things.
Our lesson takes into consideration that some topics such as discrimination that will be discussed during this lesson are somewhat controversial and some students may feel uncomfortable to discuss such issues. We hope the educator has built up enough of a rapport with the students to make the classroom a place where students are comfortable to open up and discuss their real life experiences. This rapport can be built up over time through trust and discussions.
The wrap up activity of our lesson reviews the concepts learned through this interactive activity. It also wraps up what was covered briefly in the beginning, through the word map acitivty.
